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One all-important word

Sometimes one word makes all the
difference. In John 14:16, when Jesus
promises the disciples that God will send
the Holy Spirit, he doesn’t say “the”
Helper or “a” Helper but “another”
Helper. For there to be “another” of
something, we must already be familiar
with a first of that thing. Jesus has been,
for the disciples, their first Helper. They
already “know him for he dwells with
[them]” (verse 17, ESV).

When my infant son was to start full-time
daycare, the transition went quite
smoothly. That’s because his “new”
caregiver wasn’t new at all: She was
Grandma! The sense that my son would
be in the hands of another family member
he already knew eased the handoff for
Mama and baby alike.

Not all parents have access to that type of
situation, but the caregiving arrangement
Jesus provided his disciples is available to
all. Even when Jesus is no longer
physically with us, another who loves us
just as much — another we already know
and whose truth we’ve seen in Jesus — is
here. We’re in good hands.
